Here is the information needed to host the Junior Girls Volleyball Tournaments.
 
Rotational schedule for hosting the Fraser Valley Championships:
The 7 districts in the Fraser Valley share the responsibilities of hosting the Fraser Valley Junior Girls Volleyball Tournaments.  Based on a rotational schedule a different district is responsible to host the championship tournament each year.  Accordingly, a tournament coordinator must be named.  Once the tournament coordinator has been named he/she must contact the Fraser Valley Volleyball Coordinator.

Note:  All district tournaments must be completed by Saturday, November 12, 2011 to enable adequate time for any last minute playoffs for the Fraser Valley Qualification rounds.   Playoff draws should be created after berthing allocation has been published.

At the present time Fraser Valley East is not included in the rotational schedule to host either of the Fraser Valley Tournaments due to low registrations.   
          
Teams:
24 teams represent the districts in the Fraser Valley qualification rounds and 8 go on to compete in the Fraser Valley Championships each year.  
 
Berths: 
Berths are mathematically determined based on the enrolment of teams in the each of the 7 districts of the Fraser Valley.  The more teams registered, the more berths allocated. 
(A district must have a minimum of 3 teams registered with the Fraser Valley Volleyball Commission in order to be considered for a berth).  If the berths do not divide equally (based on enrolment numbers) a wildcard may have to be played. The Fraser Valley Junior Volleyball Coordinator or Commissioner will calculate the berthing formula for each tournament in mid-October once schools have registered with the Fraser Valley Volleyball Commission.
                      
Wildcard playoffs:
The Fraser Valley Junior Coordinator or Commissioner will notify the tournament coordinator if a wildcard playoff is needed.  If a wildcard playoff is needed it will be played during the week immediately prior to the Fraser Valley tournaments.  Districts involved in the wild card will also be notified, as one of them will have to host it.
 
Communication:
Once the tournament information is ready for publication it will be posted on the Fraser Valley Volleyball Commission Junior website www.fvvcjunior.com .The names, email addresses, and contact information of the Fraser Valley tournament coordinators from each district for Junior Boys and Junior Girls will be posted on the website.
 
Tournament Director Responsibilities
 
Prior to the date:
Using the BC School Sports Handbook or the information posted on the web site, contact each of the association presidents (Surrey, Langley, Delta, Coquitlam, Abbotsford/Mission, Ridge/Meadows, Fraser Valley East) and find out who the Junior Girls volleyball contacts (tournament coordinators) are for each district so that tournament results can be forwarded for the purposes of seeding the Fraser Valley Tournament and if necessary, wildcard matches.

Medals to the top 3 teams
6 all-stars + 1 MVP award

Minor officials:  The host school is expected to provide the minor officials for the tournament
 
Major officials:
The host school will provide "down" officials for the qualification tournament.  Senior players or qualified adults if possible.  The Commission will provide "up" officials for all 3 days of the tournament and "down" officials for the Fraser Valley Championship tournament. 
 
Concession:
Any proceeds from the concession are the property of the host school(s).  All concessions must meet Ministry guidelines.  Please check with your school before planning a concession.
 
Admission:
