Math 12 - Overview

Welcome to Math 12!  I’m looking forward to a great year with you!  The Math 12 course provides a foundation for numeracy upon which students can develop a comprehensive set of knowledge, skills and experiences related to mathematics. We will study transformations, radicals, polynomials, trigonometry, exponents, logarithms and permutations.  We will do various experiments and activities to develop and reinforce the concepts presented. 
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Attendance
Attendance is vital to being successful in this course.  If you are away due to illness, appointments, vacations, etc, you are missing important lessons!   If you know you are going to be absent, please notify the teacher as soon as possible to make arrangements to make up work.

Tests

Unit tests will be given at the conclusion of each section.  Further details will be given prior to each test.  

Cell Phones
