 Volunteers for U23 Pan American Men’s Volleyball Cup are required to attend a 

mandatory orientation session on Monday, September 17th from 5:00 pm to 7:00 pm, 

where you will receive your uniform and training on your position. 

 We will attempt to assign your position based on your preferences on the volunteer 

application. However, you may be placed in a position that requires additional 

volunteers, and as such we cannot guarantee your position. 

 Volunteers are required to wear their uniform and credentials at all times while on shift.  

If attending events while not working, you are required to change out of your 

tournament paraphernalia.
